The expected attendance is between 2,500 to 5,000 

and the festival goers have come from as far away as Fort Worth, Denton and Waxahachie. It 

is an ethnically diverse group encompassing a wide fluctuation in income levels including low 

income to upwardly  mobile professional households. Typically, the festival activities appeal to 

all age groups and generations of the family.  Festival goers stay an average of 2.5  hours.  

 
Together with new sponsors and vendors, this event has the potential of growing to the size of 

the Zilker Kite Festival in Austin, Texas which draws over 50,000 people annually. In fact, the 

New York Times featured an article in 2017 about the popularity of kite festivals around the 

world citing them as having universal appeal .
